Course Description:

This graduate-level independent study course in education has been developed in conjunction with the Constructivist Design Conference held at St. Lawrence University.  Students enrolled in the course will meet with the instructor during the conference to learn about the constructivist design process and to establish a plan for completing an individualized research study linked to their design team project from the conference.  Students are expected to complete the research and report results during the Fall semester.  A plan for the study and research on the project outcomes will be developed through meetings held during the conference.  Supervision of the research will be via internet, telephone, and/or face-to-face meetings with the instructor.  Completed project reports must be postmarked or emailed by Dec. 1 of that semester and must include a complete description of the research, analysis of quantitative and/or qualitative data gathered during implementation of the project, interpretations and conclusions drawn from the analysis, and a discussion of implications of the research and recommendations for future work in the schools involving constructivist design.  Final reports will be graded using an evaluation rubric to be developed during the conference in August.  The reports can be disseminated through the network of publications and presentations of the Learner Centered Resource Collaborative.
Tuition:
Tuition for the course will be set in February 2011 by the University’s Board of Trustees.  Expect a 4% increase over the 2010 tuition.
